() IMPORTANT

e Fiberglass, acrylic or sheetrock construction might not be sufficiently strong enough to support
the tub door. You should use the wood framing from behind the face edge of the stall to provide a
secure mounting to the door. Apply a bead of silicone between the walls and base of the stall.

e For optimum performance, you should install the tub door perfectly level on a level surface.

e  When installing use heavy duty gloves.

e FOR THE MATTE GLASS MODELS: Oil secretions from skin will leave transparent spots on the
matte side of the glass. Use a degreasing, non-abrasive cleaner to remove these secretions.
The same will happen if you get silicone on the matte glass. Use a silicone remover to remove
these stains.

NOTE: The design of this unit leaves open space in the back of the tub, leaving potential
A\ for water leakage.

PREPARATION STEPS TO FOLLOW BEFORE INSTALLATION

1.

Remove the plastic layer from the base/tub border (if needed). Do NOT remove the plastic layer
off the plastic platform of the base/tub.
Properly apply silicone to the wall and base joints.

IMPORTANT

To prevent damage to the finish, you should protect the tub bottom with a cardboard protector
before beginning the installation.

Ensure that there is sufficient structural support behind the shower wall to hold the weight of the
tub door. If there is insufficient support, then reinforce the shower walls with wooden studs prior
to tub door installation. [SEE FIG.1B] (typical for right and left door installation)

INSTALLATION STEPS

A. INSTALLING THE WATER SIDE SEAL STRIP

1. Clean all glass panel edges receiving seal
strips with rubbing alcohol. Cut and install
the seal strip (#3) according to the seal strip
diagram, making sure that the flange is on
the inside of the shower.

NOTE: If the seal strips are not flat, use a hair

dryer to apply minimal heat and press the seal
strip back into position.

B. HINGE INSTALLATION

1. Clean the glass surface where the hinges
(#2) are to be installed with rubbing alcohol.
Position hinges on the door glass panel.
Place a shim (#8) between the glass and the

hinge on the bottom. The metal should not
rest on the glass.

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2. Place gaskets on each side of the door glass
panel. Screw the hinges to the door glass
panel with the hex key (supplied).

C. INSTALLING THE DOOR
/1 WARNING

DOOR PANEL INSTALLATION REQUIRES

1. Place the door (#1) on the shims raising
the door up 7/16" to accommodate the
bottom door seal strip.
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2. Align the door correctly using a level. Mark
two (2) holes on the wall for the mounting C2
screws for each hinge. 2

Remove the door and drill holes into the wall
where marked. Place plastic anchors (#7)
inside the holes.

4. Replace the door and screw securely to the
wall with 1 5/8" screws (#6).

NOTE - You may need to add more than one
shim per hinge as glass hole openings vary
during production. PVC shims prevent the
door from sagging due to gravity and the
weight of the door. /1 Never install without
shims, this can cause the glass to break
causing property damage and bodily harm.

D. INSTALLING THE HANDLE

1. Unscrew the handle holders from the handle
assembly (#5). Place the handle to the
position on the door. Place plastic washers
(supplied) on each side of the door. Tighten
the handle holders from inside the shower.

/ \ BATHTUB
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1. Clean the door glass panel (#1) edges
where the door bottom seal strip (#4) is to
be installed with rubbing alcohol. The door
bottom seal strip (#4) is cut already to the
proper size. Verify that the lip of the seal
strip faces toward the inside of the shower
cabin before seal strip installation. Install the
seal strip according to the diagram.

NOTE: If the seal strips are not flat, use a hair
dryer to apply minimal heat and press the seal
strip back into position.

F. INSTALLING THE HEX SCREW COVERS
1. Install hex screw covers (#8) to the hex
screws that mount the hinges (#2).

/I IMPORTANT

- WAIT 24 HOURS BEFORE USING SHOWER
- DO NOT ALLOW WATER TO DIRECTLY HIT DOOR SEAL STRIPS.

CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE TUB DOOR

1. Use a mild liquid household cleaner to keep metal surfaces bright and clean. Rinse well and
dry with a soft, clean cloth.

2. Remove dust with a soft, damp cloth.
3. Use a standard household window cleaner to clean the glass panels.

4. A water beading treatment, similar to what you would use on an automobile windshield, can be
used on the inside of the glass to keep it looking brand new.

5. Use rubbing alcohol to clean and remove grease, oil, paint and ink.

6. Should you accidentally scratch or stain your tub door, use a liquid automobile polish to
remove.

/I IMPORTANT

1. DO NOT use abrasive cleaners, scrapers, metal brushes or any items that could scratch or dull
the surface.

2. DO NOT allow surface to come in contact with acetone (nail polish remover), dry cleaning
solution, lacquer thinner, gasoline or other similar products.
